Assalamualykum, 
 
Please note the following regarding the Eid ul Adha activities: 
 
1. Important Dates: 
 
Eid activities will be on Thurs 3rd and Fri 4th Nov.  Hence, the last day for formal Sabaq for all 
classes will be Wed 2nd Nov and Sabaq for over the holiday period must be given on Wed.  
Please be realistic when setting homework and set a manageable amount (as there os really 
only one day of no Madrasa plus the weekend).  It is a good opportunity to set a Dua / Surah to 
memorise.   
 
Please encourage pupils to bring in their own colouring etc equipment for Thurs and Fri.  Pupils 
will not need their Madrasa bag, Kitabs etc on Thurs & Fri. 
 
Hifz classes will continue as normal on Thursday and will carry out Eid activities on Friday for 
the last hour only.

4. Takbeer e Tashreeq: 
 
This is one of the key parts of Eid ul Adha.  Therefore, teachers are urged to do collective 
Mashq of this with their classes and explain when this has to be recited.  The first lesson 
teacher will be responsible for this. 
 
Please emphasise to the pupils: It is Wajib to read this Dua after every Fardh Salaah from after 

Fajr Salaah on the 9th day of Dhul Hijjah (Day of Arafat) to the 13th day of Dhul Hijjah (up to and 

including Asr Salaah);  A total of 23 Salaah (24 including Eid Salaah).
