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Books to be covered: 

 

1.  Islamic Tahdhib & Akhlaq (IQRA). Part 1 only (up to page 146). 
2.  Taleem-ul-Haq (Aqaid, Taharah & Salaah sections). All Fiqh aspects to be 
explained in detail. Use “Taleemul Haq” revision book as a supplement. 
3. Mercy to Mankind – Makkah (workbook and textbook).  
4. Mercy to Mankind – Madinah (workbook and textbook).  
5. Teachings of our prophet (IQRA), (Ahadith numbers 16 to 30 and revision of 1 
to 15). 
 
 

Notes on the above books: 

 
1. Refer to the L.T.P. for the teaching order of books.  
2. One of the key objectives of Level 6 is for children to explain aspects such 

as Fiqh in their own words. 
3. In addition to the Salaah section of Taleemul Haq, Salaah needs to be 

covered practically as well with a lot of emphasis on “concentration & 
devotion”.  

4. Each time a book is completed, the teacher MUST provide a set of revision 
questions (A4 back to back). This can be used as a revision aid. Please 
first ask other colleagues if any such material is already available.   

5. As soon as you finish the first book, a revision timetable needs to be in 
place (ask for a sample). When you finish another book, this revision 
timetable needs to be updated (and so on). All pupils must have a copy of 
the revision timetable and a copy to be displayed in the classroom as well.  

6. All handouts, summary sheets, tests etc MUST be in a child-friendly format. 
This includes using appropriate fonts, words, spacing etc. If in doubt, ask 
the head to check your handout / summary etc before giving it out.  

7. Children must not be made to “memorise” large chunks of text. We want 
pupils to understand concepts etc, and be able to explain confidently in 
their own words.  

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Level 6 – Kitabs, Arabic & Duas 
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Duas & Kalimas: 

 

First revise the items from Levels 1 to 5 (this must be within a maximum of 12 
weeks). Then the following: 
 

1. Dua for visiting a sick person. 
2. Due when seeing a person with defects / illness etc. 
3. Dua when entering cemetery. 
4. The Thana read in Janazah Salaah.  
5. ALL 3 Janazah Duas. 

 
NOTE: The children must know the method and be able to perform Janazah 
Salaah (Use Taleemul Haq). This needs to be covered at least 3 times a year. 
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
